 • Not feature imagery or dialogue that is inappropriate, indecent, obscene, hateful, tortuous, 
 defamatory, slanderous, dangerous, or illegal; 
 • Not promote bigotry, racism, hatred, or harm against any group or individual or promote discrimination 
 based on race, gender, religion, nationality, disability, sexual orientation, or age; 
 • Be submitted in English

 • Not include any footage of smoking/vaping
